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BISHOP’S MESSAGE 
 
My Dear Fathers, Sisters and Laity in Risen Christ, 
 
 We celebrate The Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus  
on 27th June 2025. The Sacred Heart of Jesus is a devotional 
practice with long and historic provenance within Christianity, 
and in modern times has been established as a Solemnity for the 
universal Church. 

Sacred Heart of Jesus is  a Symbol of God's love : The Sacred 
Heart represents the infinite love of God for humanity. 

Sacred Heart of Jesus is  a Source of mercy and compassion : The 
Sacred Heart is a symbol of Jesus' mercy and compassion for the 
suffering and the sinful. 

Sacred Heart of Jesus is  a Treasury of God's love : The Sacred 
Heart is considered the treasury of God's love, dispensing graces 
and blessings to those who devoutly honor it. 

 "Jesus knew and loved us each and all during his life, his 
agony and his Passion, and gave himself up for each one of us: 
"The Son of God. . . loved me and gave himself for me" (Gal 2:20). 
He has loved us all with a human heart. For this reason, the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus, pierced by our sins and for our salvation 
(Jn 19:34), "is quite rightly considered the chief sign and symbol 
of that. . . love with which the divine Redeemer continually loves 
the eternal Father and all human beings" without exception (Pius 
XII, Enc. Haurietis aquas (1956). 

One of Jesus’s rare prayer is when he “blesses” his Father in 
heaven. He publicly recognizes how much his Father has done 
and is doing toward the “childlike”, rather than to the wise and 
the learned. The content of what has been revealed is contained 
in the expression, “you have hidden these things”. From what can 
be gleaned from the preceding verses, “these things” are Jesus’s 
own understanding which was opposed by the “wise and the 
learned”. On the other hand, the “childlike” could be the “poor” 
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to whom he proclaimed the Gospel, as well as the “lowly ones”, 
or those who listened to and welcomed his Word. A key to 
understanding the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus is understandable 
only to the extent that one becomes “lowly”, “humble”. 

A yoke is a device used to harness animals. It is placed around the 
necks of one or more draught animals, subduing them, attaching 
them to a vehicle or machine which is maneuvered by an 
operator. Using this experience drawn from agricultural life, 
Jesus invites the “childlike” to trust in him who guarantees rest, 
peace, liberation because his yoke is not oppressive. Jesus does 
not overburden those who drawn near to him. He does not 
oppress them by making them bear burdens that the rabbis of his 
time would not even use a finger to help them lift. Jesus, humble 
and pure of heart, is the One who does what he says, the One who 
accepts the will of the Father and personally lives it, and helps 
the “childlike” carry out that will as well. This is why Jesus’s yoke 
is easy, not because it is “watered down”, but because he removed 
the legalistic encrustations and restored God’s law to its origins, 
revealing that God is merciful love. His love is everlasting, Psalm 
136 reminds us. 

When we hear the word “heart”, we think above all about 
affections, emotions, sentiments. It has a much broader meaning 
in biblical language. It indicates the entire person in his or her 
awareness, intelligence, freedom. The heart indicates the interior 
reality of the person, as well as our desire to think. It is the seat 
of memory, the centre where choices are made, projects come to 
fruition. Through his open side, Jesus shows us and says to us: “I 
am interested in you”, “I take your life to heart”. Likewise, he says: 
“Do this in memory of me”… take care of others with your heart. 
In other words, have the same sentiments as I do, make the same 
decisions I do, knowing how to be “meek and humble of heart”. 

Devotion to the Sacred Heart fosters spiritual growth, 
encouraging believers to deepen their relationship with Jesus 
and offers comfort, consolation to those experiencing suffering, 
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sorrow, or hardship and encourages sinners to repent and seek 
forgiveness, promising conversion and reconciliation. 

Devotees often observe the First Fridays devotion, receiving Holy 
Communion on the first Friday of each month for nine 
consecutive months and many observe a Holy Hour of prayer and 
adoration before the Blessed Sacrament. 

The devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus is a powerful reminder 
of God's boundless love and mercy. By contemplating the Sacred 
Heart, believers can deepen their relationship with Jesus, find 
comfort and consolation, and experience spiritual growth. As 
Pope Francis encourages, let us gaze upon the Sacred Heart, 
allowing its love and mercy to transform our lives.

I.Biography of Pope Leo XIV, born Robert Francis Prevost 

Prior to his election as Pope Leo XIV, Cardinal Robert Francis 
Prevost was Prefect of the Dicastery for Bishops. Here is the 
biography of the 267th Bishop of Rome. 

The first Augustinian Pope, Leo XIV is the second Roman Pontiff 
- after Pope Francis - from the Americas. Unlike Jorge Mario 
Bergoglio, however, the 69-year-old Robert Francis Prevost is 
from the northern part of the continent, though he spent many 
years as a missionary in Peru before being elected head of the 
Augustinians for two consecutive terms. 

First Augustinian Pope 

The new Bishop of Rome was born on September 14, 1955, in 
Chicago, Illinois, to Louis Marius Prevost, of French and Italian 
descent, and Mildred Martínez, of Spanish descent. He has two 
brothers, Louis Martín and John Joseph. 

He spent his childhood and adolescence with his family and 
studied first at the Minor Seminary of the Augustinian Fathers 
and then at Villanova University in Pennsylvania, where in 1977 
he earned a Degree in Mathematics and also studied Philosophy.  

On September 1 of the same year, Prevost entered the novitiate of 
the Order of Saint Augustine (O.S.A.) in Saint Louis, in the 
Province of Our Lady of Good Counsel of Chicago, and made his 
first profession on September 2, 1978. On August 29, 1981, he 
made his solemn vows. 

The future Pontiff received his theological education at the 
Catholic Theological Union in Chicago. At the age of 27, he was 
sent by his superiors to Rome to study Canon Law at the 
Pontifical University of Saint Thomas Aquinas (Angelicum).  

In Rome, he was ordained a priest on June 19, 1982, at the 
Augustinian College of Saint Monica by Archbishop Jean Jadot, 
then pro-president of the Secretariat for Non-Christians, which 
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later became the Pontifical Council for Interreligious Dialogue 
and then the Dicastery for Interreligious Dialogue. 

Prevost obtained his licentiate in 1984 and the following year, 
while preparing his doctoral thesis, was sent to the Augustinian 
mission in Chulucanas, Piura, Peru (1985–1986). In 1987, he 
defended his doctoral thesis on "The Role of the Local Prior in the 
Order of Saint Augustine" and was appointed vocation director 
and missions director of the Augustinian Province of “Mother of 
Good Counsel” in Olympia Fields, Illinois (USA). 

Mission in Peru 

The following year, he joined the mission in Trujillo, also in Peru, 
as director of the joint formation project for Augustinian 
candidates from the vicariates of Chulucanas, Iquitos, and 
Apurímac.  

Over the course of eleven years, he served as prior of the 
community (1988–1992), formation director (1988–1998), and 
instructor for professed members (1992–1998), and in the 
Archdiocese of Trujillo as judicial vicar (1989–1998) and 
professor of Canon Law, Patristics, and Moral Theology at the 
Major Seminary “San Carlos y San Marcelo.” At the same time, he 
was also entrusted with the pastoral care of Our Lady Mother of 
the Church, later established as the parish of Saint Rita (1988–
1999), in a poor suburb of the city, and was parish administrator 
of Our Lady of Monserrat from 1992 to 1999. 

In 1999, he was elected Provincial Prior of the Augustinian 
Province of “Mother of Good Counsel” in Chicago, and two and 
a half years later, the ordinary General Chapter of the Order of 
Saint Augustine, elected him as Prior General, confirming him in 
2007 for a second term. 

In October 2013, he returned to his Augustinian Province in 
Chicago, serving as director of formation at the Saint Augustine 
Convent, first councilor, and provincial vicar—roles he held until 
Pope Francis appointed him on November 3, 2014, as Apostolic 
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Administrator of the Peruvian Diocese of Chiclayo, elevating him 
to the episcopal dignity as Titular Bishop of Sufar.  

He entered the Diocese on November 7, in the presence of 
Apostolic Nuncio James Patrick Green, who ordained him 
Bishop just over a month later, on December 12, the Feast of Our 
Lady of Guadalupe, in the Cathedral of Saint Mary. 

His episcopal motto is “In Illo uno unum”—words pronounced 
by Saint Augustine in a sermon on Psalm 127 to explain that 
“although we Christians are many, in the one Christ we are one.” 

Bishop of Chiclayo, Peru,  from 2015 to 2023 

On September 26, 2015, he was appointed Bishop of Chiclayo by 
Pope Francis. In March 2018, he was elected second vice-
president of the Peruvian Episcopal Conference, where he also 
served as a member of the Economic Council and president of the 
Commission for Culture and Education. 

In 2019, Pope Francis appointed him a member of the 
Congregation for the Clergy (July 13, 2019), and in 2020, a 
member of the Congregation for Bishops (November 21). 
Meanwhile, on April 15, 2020, he was also appointed Apostolic 
Administrator of the Peruvian Diocese of Callao. 

Prefect of the Dicastery for Bishops 

On January 30, 2023, the Pope called him to Rome as Prefect of 
the Dicastery for Bishops and President of the Pontifical 
Commission for Latin America, promoting him to the rank of 
Archbishop.  

Created Cardinal in 2023 

Pope Francis created him Cardinal in the Consistory of 
September 30, 2023, and assigned him the Diaconate of Saint 
Monica. He officially took possession of his titular church on 
January 28, 2024.  

As head of the Dicastery, he participated in the Pope’s most 
recent Apostolic Journeys and in both the first and second 
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sessions of the 16th Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of 
Bishops on synodality, held in Rome from October 4 to 29, 2023, 
and from October 2 to 27, 2024, respectively. 

Meanwhile, on October 4, 2023, Pope Francis appointed him as 
a member of the Dicasteries for Evangelization (Section for First 
Evangelization and New Particular Churches), for the Doctrine 
of the Faith, for the Eastern Churches, for the Clergy, for 
Institutes of Consecrated Life and Societies of Apostolic Life, for 
Culture and Education, for Legislative Texts, and of the 
Pontifical Commission for the Vatican City State. 

Finally, on February 6 of this year, the Argentine Pope promoted 
him to the Order of Bishops, granting him the title of the 
Suburbicarian Church of Albano. 

Three days later, on February 9, he celebrated the Mass presided 
over by Pope Francis in St. Peter's Square for the Jubilee of the 
Armed Forces, the second major event of the Holy Year of Hope. 

During the most recent hospitalization of his predecessor at the 
“Gemelli” hospital, Prevost presided over the Rosary for Pope 
Francis’s health in Saint Peter’s Square on March 3. 

II.Pope Leo XIV to Cardinals: Church must respond to digital 
revolution 

In his first address to the College of Cardinals, Pope Leo XIV 
invokes the legacy of both Pope Francis and Pope Leo XIII, saying 
that he wants the Church to "respond to a new industrial 
revolution and to the development of artificial intelligence." 

In his first formal address to the College of Cardinals following 
his election, Pope Leo XIV has revealed the inspiration behind 
the name he chose - one which, in his own words, echoes the 
Church’s enduring commitment to human dignity and social 
justice. 

“Pope Leo XIII, with the historic Encyclical Rerum novarum, 
addressed the social question in the context of the first great 
industrial revolution,” Pope Leo recalled. “Today, the Church 
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offers to all her treasure of social teaching in response to another 
industrial revolution and the developments of artificial 
intelligence.” A name, then, not only rooted in tradition, but one 
that looks firmly ahead to the challenges of a rapidly changing 
world and the perennial call to protect those most vulnerable 
within it. 

Addressing the Cardinals, whom he called the “closest 
collaborators of the Pope," on Saturday, Pope Leo XIV delivered 
his first official address as the Successor of Peter, expressing 
heartfelt gratitude and an awareness of the immense 
responsibility now entrusted to him. “This yoke,” he said, “is 
clearly far beyond my strength - as it would be for anyone.”  

Pope Leo noted that the days that preceded his election had been 
marked by mourning, as the Church bid farewell to Pope Francis. 
Recognising the emotional weight of that farewell, the Pope 
described the death of the beloved Pope Francis and the 
subsequent Conclave as “a paschal event,” one enveloped in the 
light of the Resurrection. 

The new Bishop of Rome paid tribute to his predecessor, 
remembering Pope Francis’ simplicity, his radical dedication to 
service, and his peaceful return to the Father’s House. “Let us 
treasure this precious legacy and resume our journey,” he said, 
“animated by the same hope that comes from faith.” 

The Holy Father reminded those gathered of the quiet yet 
powerful presence of the Risen Christ - “not in the roar of 
thunder and earthquake,” but in “the whisper of a gentle breeze.” 
It is in this stillness, he said, that we encounter God most 
intimately, and it is this encounter that must guide the Church 
in her mission today. 

Pope Leo then went on to speak of the Church as both “womb” 
and “flock,” as “field” and “temple,” and he praised the unity 
shown by the faithful in the days of mourning, describing it as 
having “revealed the true greatness of the Church.” 
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Looking ahead to the future, Pope Leo XIV reiterated the path set 
in motion by the Second Vatican Council, a path renewed and 
reinterpreted under Pope Francis. He highlighted key themes 
from Pope Francis' Apostolic Exhortation Evangelii gaudium: the 
primacy of Christ, synodality, the sensus fidei (the supernatural 
"sense" of the faithful), popular piety, care for the poor, and 
courageous engagement with the world. 

“These are Gospel principles through which the merciful face of 
the Father has been revealed and continues to be revealed in the 
Son made man,” said Pope Leo. 

Bringing his discourse to a close, Pope Leo XIV called his brother 
Cardinals and the wider Church to continue along this path with 
“prayer and commitment.” Finally, he quoted Saint Paul VI, at the 
dawn of his own pontificate, praying that “a great flame of faith 
and love” may once again spread across the world, lighting the 
way for all people of good will. 

III.Pope Leo XIV at Regina Caeli: May we pray for vocations, 
live a life of service 

Before leading the recitation of the Regina Caeli on Good 
Shepherd Sunday, Pope Leo XIV calls for prayers for vocations to 
the priesthood and consecrated life, while also "living in service 
to one another" so we can "walk in love and truth" on our life 
journey. 

Pope Leo XIV at Regina Coeli: Never again war! 

Before leading the recitation of the Regina Caeli prayer from the 
central loggia of Saint Peter's Basilica, Pope Leo XIV expressed 
his joy and offered his warm greetings to the estimated one 
hundred thousand pilgrims and visitors gathered in the square 
below. 

Good Shepherd Sunday 

Recalling that today marks Good Shepherd Sunday, Pope Leo 
XIV described it as "a gift from God" that he can celebrate on the 
first Sunday of his service as Bishop of Rome when the Gospel

reading tells us about Jesus who reveals himself as the true 
Shepherd "who knows and loves his sheep and gives his life for 
them." 

Pilgrims from 90 countries gather for Jubilee of Bands and 
Popular Entertainment 

Today also marks the World Day of Prayer for Vocations and the 
final day of the Jubilee pilgrimage of members of bands and 
popular entertainment. Pope Leo greeted all with affection and 
thanked them for their music and performances that "enliven the 
feast of Christ the Good Shepherd: the One who guides the 
Church with his Holy Spirit." 

Helping one another 

Pope Leo then expressed his joy in being able to pray together 
with all the People of God for vocations, especially to the 
priesthood and consecrated life. He said the Church has "great 
need for them" as it does all of us who support them on their 
vocational journey so they can "find acceptance, listening and 
encouragement in their communities" and "credible models of 
generous dedication to God and to their brothers and sisters." 

Recalling Pope Francis' message for the World Day of Prayer for 
Vocations, he encouraged everyone to "welcome and accompany 
young people" while we ask God to help us all live "in service to 
one another...capable of helping one another to walk in love and 
truth." 

Do not be afraid! 

Addressing young people in particular regarding vocations, Pope 
Leo encouraged them saying, "Do not be afraid! Accept the 
invitation of the Church and of Christ the Lord!" 

“May the Virgin Mary, whose entire life was a response to the 
Lord’s call, always accompany us in following Jesus.” 
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IV.Pope Leo XIV to Eastern Catholics: The Church needs you 

Pope Leo XIV welcomes Eastern Catholics to the Vatican for the 
Jubilee of Eastern Churches, and highlights the need to preserve 
their traditions and pray for true peace, “which is reconciliation, 
forgiveness, and the courage to turn the page and start anew." 

Pope Leo XIV welcomed Eastern Catholics to the Vatican with 
the traditional Easter greeting, “Christ is risen! He is truly risen!” 

Addressing the faithful from the 23 sui iuris Churches in full 
communion with Rome, the Holy Father said, “You are precious 
in God’s eyes,” and expressed his happiness at being able to 
devote one of the first encounters of his pontificate to the Eastern 
faithful. 

 “Looking at you,” he said, “I think of the diversity of your origins, 
your glorious history, and the bitter sufferings that many of your 
communities have endured or continue to endure.” 

At the same time, he reaffirmed “the conviction of Pope Francis 
that the Eastern Churches are to be ‘cherished and esteemed for 
the unique spiritual and sapiential traditions that they preserve, 
and for all that they have to say to us about the Christian life, 
synodality, and the liturgy’.” 
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
