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BISHOP’S MESSAGE 
 
My Dear Fathers, Sisters and Laity in Risen Christ, 
 
The Holy Catholic Church celebrates the feast of St. John Mary 
Vianney also known as the Curé of Ars on 4th August of this 
liturgical year.Though he was a simple parish priest in a small 
French village, the holiness of his life lit up the world. He had no 
great education, no worldly status. And yet, because of his deep 
love for God, his zeal for souls, and his unwavering commitment 
to the priestly vocation, he became the heart of spiritual renewal 
in France and a saint for all time. 

A Heart for the Eucharist 

St. John Vianney said, "All the good works in the world are not 
equal to the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass." He celebrated Mass with 
such reverence that people would come from far away just to 
attend his mass. For him, the Eucharist was not a duty - it was 
the beating heart of the parish. 

Let us ask ourselves: Do I hunger for Jesus in the Eucharist? Do I 
come to Mass ready to give my heart, not just my time? 

The lay faithful have a profound role in the life of the Church not 
only to attend the Mass but to live it out with joy, to be witnesses 
of Christ in the world. 

A Confessor Who Healed Hearts 

One of the most astonishing facts about St. John Vianney is that 
he spent up to 16 hours a day in the confessional. People came to 
him not for entertainment or advice they came for forgiveness. 
And he gave it with the gentleness of a shepherd. 

He saw each soul as precious to God. He wept with penitents, 
encouraged the broken, and reminded them that God's mercy is 
greater than our sin. 

Brothers and sisters, how often do we approach the sacrament of 
Reconciliation? Do we realize the treasure we have in Confession 
the chance to start again, to be healed, to be embraced by the 
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Father?St. John Vianney challenges us not to live in guilt or fear, 
but in repentance and joy. 

A Simple Life, a Powerful Witness 

He lived with little comfort, ate plain food, and wore old clothes 
not out of misery, but out of love for the poor and detachment 
from the world. He said, "We must not attach ourselves to what 
passes away." 

Yet people found in him a great light - because holiness is 
attractive. It speaks to the heart. It lifts up the soul. 

Today, we live in a world of noise, distraction, and materialism. 
But even now, the witness of a holy life lived with simplicity, 
love, and humility speaks louder than ever. 

Let us be reminded: You don’t have to be a priest to be holy. You 
just need to be faithful to your daily duties, love God above all, 
and serve your neighbor with joy. 

A Call to the Laity 

The Church is not the work of priests alone. St. John Vianney 
once said, "The lay faithful are the hands and feet of Christ in the 
world." You are called to be missionaries in your families, schools, 
workplaces, and communities. 

Encourage vocations by your example. Pray for your priests. And 
above all, live your faith boldly in word and action. 

As Catholics, we can draw inspiration from Saint John Mary 
Vianney's example by: 

Living out our faith authentically: Let us strive to live our faith 
with sincerity, compassion, and kindness, making a positive 
impact in our communities. 

Prioritizing prayer and reflection: May we cultivate a deep prayer 
life, seeking guidance and strength from God in our daily lives. 

Serving others with humility: Let us follow the Curé d'Ars' 
example of humility and service, reaching out to those in need 
and offering a helping hand. 
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As we honor St. John Mary Vianney, let us ask his 
intercession: 

That we may love Jesus more deeply,That we may trust in 
God’s mercy more fully, And that we may live as faithful 
witnesses of the Gospel in our daily lives. 

St. John Mary Vianney, pray for us!  - Amen.

Vatican News for the Month of July, 2025 
 
I. A Marian festival in Indonesia brings Christians and 
Muslims together 

For five weeks on Flores Island, 26 parishes partake in 
processions and prayers ahead of the Solemnity of the 
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary. 

From July 9 to August 14, Indonesians on Flores Island celebrate 
a religious festival dedicated to the Blessed Virgin Mary. 
Hundreds of Muslims and Christians came together to 
participate in processions and prayers whilst carrying a Marian 
statue to launch the festival locally known as Golo Koe at St. 
Martin’s Parish in Bari, Flores. 

The five-week-long event with the state of Our Lady of the 
Assumption is celebrated in 26 parishes across the Diocese of 
Labaun Bajo. Originally, the procession was meant to take place 
on the water. But due to weather changes, it was changed to take 
place on land. 

Traditional Manggarai located in western Flores, Indonesia 
dances, songs, and rituals inaugurated the procession, while 
Muslim villagers, dressed in traditional attire, also joined in. 
They later lined the streets with bamboo to welcome the Marian 
statue, which Radio Veritas Asia described as “a powerful 
witness of interfaith solidarity.” 
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A festival that transcends religious lines 

Bishop Maksimus Regus presided over the opening Mass and 
reflected on Mary as a model of unity and presence. He stressed 
that “the involvement of our Muslim brothers and sisters reflects 
the inclusive spirit of this festival.” 

The vicar general of the diocese and festival chairperson also 
pointed out that the event goes beyond something religious. He 
dubbed it “a spiritual and cultural movement of togetherness  
transcending religious and ethnic lines.” 

On August 14, the event will conclude with a large procession 
from Waterfront City to Golo Koe Hill, which is meant to be a 
spiritual and cultural climax for the Marian festival. 

As RVA highlighted, in addition to the celebration of Mary’s 
Assumption into Heaven, the festival highlights the rich faith 
traditions, indigenous identity, and communal hope, which are 
central to the Catholic Church’s identity on Flores Island. 

II.Pope: Humanity can always come together, even in times of 
division 

Pope Leo XIV sends a video message to participants in an Italian 
charity event, and insists on the importance of promoting 
dialogue and peace in a world plagued by divisions. 

Pope Leo XIV has highlighted the urgency of coming together for 
peace and the importance of promoting unity through sports, 
politics, music, and more. 

 “Our humanity is at stake. Let this match that speaks of peace 
mark a point in its favor,” the Pope said. 

In his message, the Pope expressed his hope that all who 
participate in the event may “look into the eyes of children and 
learn from them” how to “find the courage to welcome” others, 
how to be “men and women” that promote encounter, and how 
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to “find the strength to believe and to ask that a truce may come, 
a time to stop the buildup to hatred.” 

 “It is still possible, it is always possible, to come together, even 
in a time of divisions, falling bombs, and war. It is necessary to 
create the opportunities to do this,” he emphasized. “Challenge 
divisions and recognize that the greatest challenge is to come 
together.” 

An event to help sick children and their families 

The Pope’s message was addressed to the participants of this 
year’s “La Partita del Cuore” (“The Match of the Heart”), a charity 
football match and concert taking place on Tuesday, July 15, in 
the city of L’Aquila in central Italy. 

The project offers accommodation and material support to 
underprivileged families from Italy and abroad whose children 
need to be treated at the Bambino Gesù Hospital. 

The match is the 34th edition of this initiative, and will be 
between a team of musicians and a team of politicians. It will also 
feature a concert with various Italian artists and performers. 

Supporting life, not destruction and death  

Pope Leo said the word “match” surrounding this event means 
“meeting” and coming together. 

 “A meeting where even opponents find a cause that unites them,” 
he said, noting this includes “children who ask for help, who 
come to Italy from areas of conflict” and are supported by the 
“Welcoming project.” 

 “Match and heart thus become two words to be conjugated 
together,” he added, applauding the event for “gathering funds for 
life, for cures, not for destruction and death." 

In today’s world, he said, “it seems increasingly difficult, almost 
impossible, to find listening spaces” for these issues.

The Pope highlighted the example of a football match played 
between French, English, and German soldiers during the 1914 
Christmas Truce during the First World War near the city of 
Ypres in Belgium. 

In his message, Pope Leo encouraged people to “contribute 
together to a good cause” and to “bring broken hearts back to 
unity.” 

 “Recognize that in God’s heart we are one and that the heart is 
the place where we meet God and others,” he underlined. 

Music, sport, television, and politics have a role to play 

The Pope then underlined the important role that sports, music, 
television, and politics have to play in promoting unity and 
overcoming divisions. 

 “Sports when lived well by those who practice and those who 
cheer have this great thing about them, that they transform 
confrontation into encounter, division into inclusion, and 
solitude into community,” he explained. 

He added that television can play a larger role than just 
connecting people, as it can help promote communion amongst 
all with “love rather than with hate.” 

Similarly, Pope Leo insists that politics can “unite instead of 
divide, if it doesn’t settle with the propaganda that feeds on 
building enemies.” 

Politics should work towards “the difficult and necessary art of 
constructive dialogue, which searches for the common good.” 

Lastly, the Pope underlined the importance of music that 
“enriches with meaning our words and our memories, ever since 
we started speaking and remembering as children.” 

 “Children to whom this event is dedicated know these things. 
They have the purity of heart that enables them to see God,” the 
Pope concluded. 
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III.Pope to Italian trade unions: Promote peaceful societies 
that serve humanity 

Pope Leo XIV sends a message to the 20th National Congress of 
the Italian Confederation of Workers' Trade Unions, and invites 
them to "promote peaceful societies in the service of human 
development." 

It is necessary “to promote a more humane order of social 
relations, as well as peaceful and just societies in the service of 
integral human development and the good of the human family.” 

Pope Leo XIV made this appeal in a message signed by Vatican 
Secretary of State, Cardinal Pietro Parolin, to the 20th National 
Congress of CISL (Italian Confederation of Workers' Trade 
Unions), which opened on Wednesday in Rome’s EUR district 
under the theme “The Courage of Participation.” 

20th National Congress of CISL 

Pope Leo XIV sent his “cordial greeting” to the organizers, 
speakers, and participants in the message addressed to CISL 
Secretary General Daniela Fumarola, expressing his “deep 
appreciation for the event which marks a significant milestone” 
in the union’s activity. 

He expressed his hope that the “important symposium will 
inspire a renewed commitment to raising awareness among all 
regarding social responsibilities.” 

The Pope urged the delegates “not to lose sight of the shared goal 
of contributing to that tranquillitas ordinis” that is, the 
“tranquility of order,” an expression coined by Saint Augustine in 
The City of God (De Civitate Dei). 

 “Freedom and democracy, in Italy and in Europe, need the 
participation of workers,” wrote the Head of State, who 
emphasized the value of CISL’s decision to place “The Courage of 
Participation” at the center of its Congress, calling it a “positive 
sign” and “a contribution to social and political dialogue.” 
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In his message, President Mattarella recalled the historical role 
of the trade union in building the European social model, which, 
he noted, serves as “a reference for the rights of all workers 
around the world.” 

The Italian President also reiterated that “the effective right to 
work and to the remuneration necessary for a free and dignified 
existence” is a driving force of progress and civilization. 

IV.Pope invites Dominicans ‘listen attentively to the Holy 
Spirit’ 

Pope Leo XIV assures Dominicans taking part in the General 
Chapter of Provincial Priors of his closeness in prayer, while 
inviting them to be attentive to the voice of the Holy Spirit and 
to strengthen their commitment to serving the Body of Christ. 

Pope Leo says he is praying for Dominican provincial priors 
gathered in Krakow for their General Chapter. 

In a letter addressed to Fr Gerard Timoner, Master of the Order 
of Preachers, the Holy Father assures them of his confidence “that 
these days of grace may be an opportunity for renewal, rooted in 
the hope that never disappoints and the knowledge that the Lord 
has called you as preachers to proclaim the Good News amid 
today’s unique challenges.” 

Listening to the Holy Spirit 

He goes on to highlight the theme for the meeting, which aims to 
address the Dominican charism of preaching especially to “four 
audiences: those who do not yet know Jesus; the Christian 
faithful; those who have distanced themselves from Christ; and 
young people in these situations,” saying it is particular timely. 

“I pray,” the Pope writes, “that your deliberations may allow you 
to listen attentively to the Holy Spirit, Who continues to guide 
the Church in the fullness of truth.” 
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“May your shared experience of fraternity and prayer strengthen 
the bonds of communion that unite you as Dominicans and 
inspire you to live ever more fully your vocation as contemplative 
preachers,” he writes. 

He adds his conviction that they “will undoubtedly continue to 
carry out your mission in the heart of the Church” in fidelity to 
the charism and spirituality of St Dominic. 

Pope Leo concludes his letter by entrusting the General Chapter 
to the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary and imparting his 
blessing to all the members of the Dominican Order. 

V.Pope condemns arms trade as he returns to Vatican 

Pope Leo XIV stopped to talk to some journalists, and answered 
some questions on international current affairs. 

 “We must encourage everyone to leave weapons behind, and to 
leave behind the money-making that is behind every war.’ 

Those were the Pope’s words to journalists as he left his summer 
residence in Castel Gandolfo this evening, after spending 16 days 
there, and returned to the Vatican. Pope Leo, who returned 
shortly before 9pm, spoke with reporters who were awaiting his 
departure and answered their questions. 

Regarding the possibility of travelling to warzones such as Gaza, 
Leo explained that “there are many places” where he personally 
would “like to go, but this is not necessarily the formula for 
finding an answer”. 

 “Many times, with the arms trade, people become just tools 
without any value,” he stressed, adding that we must "constantly 
insist on the dignity of every human being, Christian, Muslim, 
people of every religion. We are all God's children, created in 
God's image,” he continued. “So we will continue this effort”. 

On the subject of his stay in Castel Gandolfo, the Pope said that 
it went very well. “I was able to have a change of scene”, he said, 
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but it was “a working holiday, and I never stopped following” 
current events, he concluded. “Thank God the voice of the 
Church is still important,” Pope Leo said. "Let us continue to 
promote peace". 
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
