My Dear Fathers, Sisters and Laity, 

Holy Mother Church celebrates the Solemnity of Nativity Our 
Lord Jesus Christ on 25th December. Christmas brings a true 
message of love to the world! “The Word became flesh and dwelt 
among us, full of grace and truth” (Jn 1:14). Grace and truth are 
shared at Christmas time. The angels sing: “Glory to God in the 
highest and on earth peace for those he favours.” (Lk 2:14). 
 
The birth of a child is a moment of immense joy and gratitude, a 
time when families and communities come together to welcome 
a new life into the world. As we celebrate the birth of Jesus, the 
Son of God, we are reminded of the profound significance of every 
child's birth. Each child is a gift from God, a unique and precious 
creation, entrusted to us to nurture, guide, and love. 
 
In the Gospel of Luke, we hear the beautiful story of the angels 
announcing the birth of Jesus to the shepherds, filling the night 
sky with heavenly music and proclaiming, ‘Glory to God in the 
highest, and on earth peace among those whom he favors!’ (Luke

Furthermore, we must reject the notion that limits the number 
of children a family can have. "Stop at two' is a mantra that 
contradicts the Gospel values of generosity, hospitality, and trust 
in God's providence. Instead, we should be open to the gift of life, 
recognizing that every child is a blessing from God, regardless of 
economic or social circumstances. Let us strive to create a culture 
of life, where families are supported and encouraged to welcome 
every child as a precious gift from God. 
 
As we rejoice in the birth of Jesus and celebrate the gift of new 
life, let us also commit to creating a world that honors the dignity 
of every child, a world where every child is cherished, protected, 
and given the opportunity to thrive. Let us pray for all families, 
that they may be havens of love, peace, and faith, and that 
through their witness, the light of Christ may shine brightly in 
our midst. 
 
May the blessing of the newborn King be upon all children and 
families, guiding us to live in accordance with God's will and to 
find joy in the gift of life that He has so graciously bestowed upon 
us. Amen."

I.Pope Leo issues Apostolic Letter 'In unitate fidei' on Nicaea 
Anniversary 

Ahead of his upcoming Apostolic Journey to Türkiye, Pope 
Leo issues the Apostolic Letter 'In unitate fidei' on the 1700th 
Anniversary of the Council of Nicaea, broken down into 12 
points, with the hope of "encouraging the whole Church to 
renew her enthusiasm for the profession of faith." 

Ahead of his upcoming Apostolic Journey to Türkiye, Pope 
Leo XIV issued on Sunday, 23 November, the Solemnity of 
Christ the King, the Apostolic Letter 'In unitate fidei' on the 
1700th Anniversary of the Council of Nicaea. 

The full Letter, which has the hope of "encouraging the whole 
Church to renew her enthusiasm for the profession of faith," 
is broken down into twelve points, and can be read in its 
entirety HERE. 

In 2025, the Catholic Church is commemorating the 1,700th 
anniversary of the First Council of Nicaea, convened in 325 
AD by Emperor Constantine I in the city of Nicaea. 

Pope Leo’s upcoming Journey to Türkiye will take him to 
Ankara, Istanbul, and İ znik, once known as Nicaea, for the 
1700th anniversary of the first Ecumenical Council. 

The ecumenical council aimed to address theological disputes 
and establish a unified Christian doctrine, and its outcomes 
included affirming Christ's divinity and formulating the 
Nicene Creed. 

With this in mind, Pope Leo's Letter, first and foremost, is a 
call to unity. 

"In the unity of faith, proclaimed since the beginning of the 
Church," the Pope begins his text, "Christians have been 
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called to walk in harmony, guarding and transmitting the gift 
they have received with love and joy," recalling, 'This is 
expressed in the words of the Creed, “I believe in one Lord 
Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son of God…for our salvation 
he came down from heaven.'" 

The Pope remembered how this truth was so effectively 
formulated 1700 years ago by the Council of Nicaea, the first 
ecumenical gathering in the history of Christianity. 

'The Creed gives us hope' 

The Pope highlighted that ahead of his Apostolic Journey, he 
wished to draw the Church's attention to the profession of 
faith.   

"For centuries," he said, "this enduring confession of faith has 
been the common heritage of Christians, and it deserves to be 
professed and understood in ever new and relevant ways. "

In this Holy Year, dedicated to the theme of Christ our hope, 
the Pope called it "a providential coincidence" that we are also 
celebrating the 1700th anniversary of the First Ecumenical 
Council of Nicaea. 

The Pope said the Council's proclamation in 325 A.D. of faith 
in Jesus Christ, Son of God, "is the heart of the Christian 
faith."  "Even today, during every Sunday Eucharistic 
celebration," he acknowledged, "we recite the Nicene-
Constantinopolitan Creed, the profession of faith that unites 
all Christians." 

Moreover, "In these difficult times we are living, amid so 
many concerns and fears, threats of war and violence, natural 
disasters, grave injustices and imbalances, and the hunger and 
misery suffered by millions of our brothers and sisters," the 
Pope went on to observe, "this Creed gives us hope." 

What unites us is greater than what divides us 

Finally, the Council of Nicaea is relevant today because of its 
great ecumenical value.  Indeed, the achievement of unity 
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among all Christians was one of the main objectives of the last 
Council, the Second Vatican Council.  Exactly thirty years 
ago, Saint John Paul II further promoted this conciliar 
message in his Encyclical Ut Unum Sint (25 May 1995).  
Thanks to God, the ecumenical movement has achieved much 
in the last sixty years.  

"It is true that full visible unity with the Orthodox and 
Eastern Orthodox Churches and with the ecclesial 
communities born of the Reformation has not yet been 
reached," the Pope acknowledged. 

"Nevertheless, ecumenical dialogue, founded on one baptism 
and the Nicene-Constantinopolitan Creed," Pope Leo 
observed, "has led us to recognize the members of other 
Churches and ecclesial communities as our brothers and 
sisters in Jesus Christ, and to rediscover the one universal 
community of Christ’s disciples throughout the world."   

Recalling that Christians "share the same faith in the one and 
only God, the Father of all people; we confess together the 
one Lord and true Son of God, Jesus Christ, and the one Holy 
Spirit, who inspires us and impels us towards full unity and 
the common witness to the Gospel," he highlighted, "Truly, 
what unites us is much greater than what divides us!" 

"In a world that is divided and torn apart by many conflicts," 
Pope Leo reaffirmed, "the one universal Christian community 
can be a sign of peace and an instrument of reconciliation, 
playing a decisive role in the global commitment to peace."

Pope Leo recalled that predecessor Pope, Saint John Paul II 
"reminded us, in particular, of the witness of the many 
Christian martyrs from all Churches and ecclesial 
communities," reiterating how "their memory unites us and 
spurs us on to be witnesses and peacemakers in the world." 

Nicene Creed can be reference point in our Journey 
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The Pope underscored how critical it is to carry out this 
ministry credibly, and that this requires "walking together to 
reach unity and reconciliation among all Christians."  

"The Nicene Creed can be the basis and reference point for 
this journey," he said, noting, "offers us a model of true unity 
in legitimate diversity." 

"We must therefore," he said, "leave behind theological 
controversies that have lost their raison d’être in order to 
develop a common understanding and even more, a common 
prayer to the Holy Spirit, so that he may gather us all together 
in one faith and one love." 

Yet, he clarified, "This does not imply an ecumenism that 
attempts to return to the state prior to the divisions, nor is it 
a mutual recognition of the current status quo of the diversity 
of Churches and ecclesial communities," but "rather," he 
continued, "it is an ecumenism that looks to the future, that 
seeks reconciliation through dialogue as we share our gifts 
and spiritual heritage."  

The restoration of unity among Christians, the Holy Father 
said, "does not make us poorer; on the contrary, it enriches us." 

Finally, Pope Leo XIV concluded his Letter with an invitation 
to pray together, invoking "the Holy Spirit to accompany and 
guide us in this work." 

II.Pope Leo: Christian identity is the compass of education 

Pope Leo XIV sends a message to educators at a conference in 
Madrid, noting that Christian identity is the foundation of 
education. He reminds them that Christ is the guiding 
compass for teaching, shaping both character and knowledge. 

 “Your mission in the service of the Church is living leaven for 
new generations and the communities that find in it a solid 
point of reference,” the Pope said. 

Highlighting the theme of the conference, the Pope noted 
that “without identity, there is no education.” 
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He explained that Christian identity is not a decorative 
emblem, but “the very core that gives meaning, method, and 
purpose to the educational process.” 

The compass is Christ 

 “Just as sailors rely on the North Star, in Christian education 
the compass is Christ,” he explained. Without this guidance, 
education risks becoming routine and losing its 
transformative power. 

He also underscored the integration of faith and reason in 
education. 

 “They are not opposing poles but complementary paths to 
understand reality, shape character, and cultivate 
intelligence. Educational experiences must involve sciences 
and history, ethics and spirituality, all within a community 
that is like a home. True collaboration among families, 
parishes, schools, and local realities accompanies each 
student concretely in their journey of faith and learning,” he 
said. 

Church’s maternal role in education 

He further recalled the Church’s maternal role in education, 
as articulated by the Second Vatican Council. 

 “The Church is the mother generating believers, the spouse 
of Christ. She safeguards the ability to guide and teach, 
entrusted to her by her most holy Founder: to bring forth 
children, educate them, and sustain them, guiding with 
maternal providence the lives of individuals and peoples.” 

Gravissimum educationis 

Finally, marking the 60th anniversary of the conciliar 
declaration Gravissimum educationis, Pope Leo XIV 
encouraged educators to see their work as part of the 
Church’s essential mission 

 “Education is not merely a social service, but an expression 
of the Church’s identity and vocation,” he said. 
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III.Pope: Truth, justice, mercy essential in marital nullity 
reform 

Ten years after Pope Francis introduced a reform on marital 
nullity, Pope Leo XIV addresses members of a training course 
organized by the Roman Rota, urging them to discover the 
three dimensions of the marital process and how its end goal 
must always be the salvation of souls. 

Meeting with participants of a Juridical-Pastoral Training 
Course of the Roman Rota, Pope Leo XIV highlighted that the 
“guiding thread” of their meeting is the 10th anniversary of 
Pope Francis’ reform of the marriage nullity process. 

In his address to the Roman Rota on 31 January, the late 
Argentine Pope reflected on the goals and main changes of the 
reform. 

In light of that, Pope Leo offered reflections based on the 
group’s course title: “Ten Years After the Reform of the 
Canonical Matrimonial Process: Its Ecclesiological, Juridical, 
and Pastoral Dimensions.” 

Harmony of the three 

The Pope highlighted how often the relationship between 
these three dimensions—ecclesiological, juridical, and 
pastoral—is forgotten because “there is a tendency to view 
theology, law, and pastoral care as separate compartments.” 

He noted that it is common for the three to be implicitly 
pitted against each other, as if a stronger approach to one 
diminishes another. This often leads to the harmony that 
comes when all three are recognized as parts of the same 
reality being shrouded. 

The Pope highlighted that the “guiding thread” of their 
meeting is the 10th anniversary of Pope Francis’ reform of the 
marriage nullity process.

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Pope Leo pointed out this unawareness of their 
interdependence comes mainly from the view that the 
juridical side of marriage nullity cases is simply something 
technical that only specialists are involved in. Otherwise, it is 
seen as a way to become a free person. 

Yet, the Pope argued this is a superficial outlook that ignores 
the ecclesiological foundations of these processes and their 
pastoral meaning. 

Two foundations 

Two of these ecclesiological foundations are the sacred 
authority used in ecclesiastical judicial processes to uncover 
the truth, and the second is the object of the process for 
nullifying a marriage. This is the “mystery of the conjugal 
covenant.” 

The judicial aspect, which deals with exercising power of 
governance or jurisdiction, “fully belongs to the broader 
reality of the sacred authority of the pastors of the Church.” 

The Second Vatican Council named this authority as a 
service, he said. Within this judicial authority is the 
“diakonia of truth” - a fundamental aspect of pastoral service. 

Each person, family, and community must have the truth of 
its ecclesial situation to be able to follow the path of faith and 
love. 

In this framework, a person can find the truth of their 
personal and communal rights. The Pope explained, 
“Juridical truth declared in ecclesiastical processes is an 
aspect of existential truth within the Church.” 

While “human judgment regarding marital nullity must not 
be distorted by false mercy…any action that contradicts the 
process’s service to truth must be considered unjust.” 

However, true mercy must be exercised in proper judicial 
authority. Therefore, marital nullity can be seen as legal 
professionals meeting the need for justice in the faithful’s 
conscience. 
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
